Summary of Major Activities and Accomplishments:

We worked collaboratively with the other regional resource centers (and resource collections) to:

· Finish the online version of the professional development mapping survey
· Encourage state/regional partners and state-level professional development systems to complete the mapping survey—responses from all 17 states with 20 complete surveys from region

· Promote the practitioner needs assessment survey at ProLiteracy Worldwide and Massachusetts conferences and through state partners
· Coordinate data collection for the professional development mapping survey

· Distribute data to other regional resource centers and the Institute for the practitioner needs assessment and professional development mapping surveys
· Present LINCS overview session (see Attachment 2 for participant comments), attend regional and state organization meetings, and coordinate exhibit and technology lab for Institute/LINCS presence at the ProLiteracy Worldwide conference, November 6-11, 2007
· Submit proposals for Institute sessions at COABE, April 27-May 1, 2008

· Share contact information for state-level offices of the volunteer literacy and library literacy networks

The co-directors attended December 4-6, 2007, meeting of LINCS grantees in Washington, DC, and the monthly teleconference meetings with other Regional Resource Center staff. Most discussions centered on how to promote LINCS and the surveys and framing professional development and outreach activities.
Partner activities included:
· Massachusetts Continuing and Adult Education—supporting Marie Cora for LINCS overview presentation and Leah Peterson for staffing exhibit at the state conference on October 24-25, 2007
· Indiana Division of Adult Education—partnering to host Health Literacy Summit in March 2008 and promoting Institute publications at annual Program Administrators’ Meeting on Dec. 6-7, 2007
· New England Literacy Resource Center—arranging for expert, Cassandra Drennon Bryant, to train teams of practitioners in documenting and reporting outcomes in testing learner persistence activities
· Pennsylvania Association for Adult and Continuing Education—arranging for expert presenters for two sessions at upcoming conference—Assessment Strategies and Reading Profiles website and health literacy curriculum; will also be presenting LINCS overview and staffing exhibit
· ProLiteracy Worldwide Conference—Beth Bingman and Kaye Beall presenting an Evidence-based Practices post-conference session for nine participants; networking with state-level ABE and volunteer literacy staff from 15 organizations and regional representatives from five regions
· American Library Association Office of Literacy Services—meeting with staff to plan a Library/Community Literacy Summit 
· Updating spreadsheets of state conferences and state contacts and information. State contacts included state ABE directors, state professional developers, state volunteer literacy offices, association executive directors/presidents, and newsletter editors

· Sending announcements of the Institute’s News and Notes, the second part of the Reading Assessment webcast, guests discussions on the discussion lists to state partners

· Sending newsletter items on new Institute products to state and national newsletter editors for inclusion in forthcoming publications
· Responding to four technical assistance and information or publication requests about Institute-related initiatives/products

Health Literacy Summit, March 25-26, 2008, activities included:
· Confirming agenda, keynoters, presenters, and state panelists

· Contracting for hotel and on-site logistics
· Negotiating partnership with Indiana Department of Education, Division of Adult Education

· Sending out “Save the Date” and registration information to state partners
State Partner Meeting, March 26-27, 2008, activities included:

· Confirming agenda, date, and location

· Sending out “Save the Date” and registration information to state partners

We’ve also reviewed the training guide, slides, and handouts for the Teaching Adults to Read Workshop and met a second time with Institute staff to discuss plans for finishing the materials for a three-day workshop and make recommendations for shorter conference and half-day sessions. We also identified potential instructional design and content reviewers for the materials, as well as identifying gaps in the presenter notes and copyrighted materials and preparing the materials for the reviews.
Plan for Work to Be Completed in the Next Quarter:
We will continue to promote the Institute and its products at strategic state and regional institutes/meetings— Pennsylvania Association for Adult and Continuing Education and New England Learner Persistence Summit—by coordinating and staffing vendor tables. We’re also providing expert presenters for two sessions at both the Pennsylvania Association for Adult and Continuing Education and New England Learner Persistence Summit. We’re continuing to contact conference planners to solicit free resource tables for distributing materials and flyers that promote the Institute’s products.
We’ll be working with the other resource centers to prepare the reports from the practitioner needs assessment and professional development mapping surveys for both the national and regional reports. We plan to attend the Regional Resource Center meeting in January to finalize the reports and plans for state partner meetings.
Other major work will include: 
· promoting and hosting the Partner Meeting and Health Literacy Summit in March at the Holiday Inn Select, Indianapolis, IN
· developing opportunities for targeted training amongst state partners

· drafting the regional dissemination plan
· preparing trainer’s guide for Teaching Adults to Read Workshop and making recommendations for shorter sessions based on the full, three-day workshop
Problems Resolved/Needing Resolution:

We’d like to discuss websites for our regional resource center work. Our initial needs include a place for event information and posting presentations and materials from the forthcoming Health Literacy Summit.
We’ll also need assistance in acquiring sound files,  copyright releases, and possibly portions of webcasts for specific parts of the Teaching Adults to Read Workshop.
