	2.  QUALITY OF KEY PERSONNEL

	A.  The technical proposal clearly shows that the key personnel have extensive knowledge in the topic area for the discussion list and has experience moderating national discussion lists.  The proposal also shows that key personnel have the technical knowledge and experience required for the functions, activities, and tasks described in the Statement of Work..

	B.  The technical proposal adequately describes the staff hours needed for each task and that the offeror has dedicated adequate staff hours sufficient to complete the requirement according to the established timeline.

	3.  QUALITY OF MANAGEMENT PLAN

	A.  The technical proposal will provide clear, logical, and specific plans, with provisions for identifying and correcting deficiencies, and a process for ensuring quality and timeliness of the final product.
